POSTER SESSION FAQS
Q1.  Is participation in a Poster Session mandatory?

A1.  The Office of Education encourages all interns to participate in the poster session.  It is an exciting and valuable forum for showing your work. You and your Mentor should decide together if your project allows you the time to participate. 
Q2.  How will I be expected to present my work?

A2.  All posters will be mounted to free-standing poster boards in the Building 28 Atrium.  You will be expected to present your work multiple times to those who stop by your poster. Please keep in mind the Atrium will be crowded with Center Advisors, Mentors and other staff. Also, other interns will be explaining their posters around you at the same.

Check out the picture posted on:  http://education.gsfc.nasa.gov/students2010 to get an idea of what the floor space will look like.

Q3.  What resources can I use to print and present my work?

A3.  Please review the Power Point tutorial posted at http://education.gsfc.nasa.gov/students2010 to understand the amount of space you will have to work with.  For purposes of printing, if you don’t have access to a color printer, check with your Program Manager or Ms. Phyllis Barton-Livornese of Telophase.  If your print job has large dimensions, please check with Ms. Barton-Livornese to locate a plotter to use.  Most interns use 8 ½ - 11 paper and piece it together on a larger piece of poster board.  The poster is then affixed to the standing boards in the Atrium with push pins provided.

Q4.  Can I collaborate on a poster with another intern or interns?

A4.  Yes, you may work with another intern or team and can even request a larger work space on the board under this circumstance.  For example, if two or three interns are working together they may request a 90” x 90” poster space rather than the standard 45” x 45” used for individual participants. 
Q5.  What is the purpose of the template at the top of the poster?
A5.  The use of a standard template is important in order for viewers of your work to navigate the floor space.  By using a standard template, they will be able to quickly and easily find your name, code, poster title, mentor, and contributors.  The viewers also like to know your grade level and school, so the standard template is an excellent way to inform them of these things. This way they can focus on your work quickly.

Q6.  How long does the poster session last?
A6.  The poster session is held between 2:00 PM and 4:00 PM on July 28th.  You will be able to install your poster the late afternoon before on July 27th or the morning of July 28th.  All posters must be installed by 1:00 pm on July 28th.
Q7.  Who will be viewing my work?

A7.  Typically, those who attend are center-wide individuals, such as scientists, engineers and technologists.  These individuals may be mentor of other interns or those who do not have an intern this year and are interested in the work to understand the value in what an intern can bring to their realm.  The interns themselves will also review each others’ work and are usually very interested in learning about the projects in other concentrations at NASA Goddard.
Q8.  Can I invite people to be present at the Poster Session?

A8.  Yes, you may certainly invite mentors, colleagues, non-participating interns and others whom you wish to showcase your work.  Further, if you are aware of interns in the program who are not participating, encourage them to do so!
Q9. Will there be audio-visual support provided at the Poster Session?

A9.  Special requests for lighting, electricity and audio visual aids must be made ahead of time and indicated on your registration form.  If you have already submitted your registration and did not indicate special equipment, you can modify to indicate such and re-send.
Q10.  What do I do if I can no longer participate in the Poster Session?
A10.  If for some reason, you need to withdraw from participation in the Poster Session, please be sure to let us know by completing and submitting the withdrawal form found right next to the registration form at: http://education.gsfc.nasa.gov/students2010.
